1. Apologies – Cllr S Wride, Cllr Bradley Thomas.
2. Declarations of Interest
    None.
3.  The meeting was adjourned for the Public Question Time.
Representative from Memorial Hall attended to provide an update on progress since meeting with PC. They had held a meeting in early January 2019, next meeting is on 12th February 2019, clerk was asked to attend.

Suggestions that are being looked into and quotes obtained:

· Re-cladding and then heating upgrade.

· Dropped ceiling to improve heat retention and soften lighting.

· Refurbishment of toilets

· Encourage new activities such as short mat bowls, Pilates and Bridge Club.

Hall Committee are looking into Community Legacy Grant, community grants. Rep agreed to host PO if required.
4.  The Minutes of the meeting held on the 14th November 2018 were agreed, proposed by RG, 
     seconded by TW with a unanimous vote in favour.
     Matters arising from the previous meeting
None raised.
6.  District / County Councillors Report
a. The County Councillor and District Councillor reports are available on the website.
7.  Police Officers Report.
No report.
8   Items for Consideration:
a. Village webpage and facebook- Clerk will be meeting in next few weeks to begin set-up. TW proposed, seconded by JN with a unanimous vote in favour to set aside £500 for the domain name and associated costs. It was later agreed that NHB funds could be used for this.
b. Public Rights of Way query- Clerk and Chairman have been contacted about a right of way issue. This is a historic matter relating to footpath 518 or 519. There has been some confusion as to whether something has changed, this is not the case, the footpath is officially across the field but commonly residents walk around the boundary which is acceptable to the owners. This matter is now closed.
c. Lonely & Vulnerable Residents in Community- Following on from Cllr Eyre’s previous report, JN suggested that the PC consider whether it can aid residents who have no support system in place in the event of bad weather or similar or if they are on their own and need assistance. Discussion took place and it was agreed to ask residents via the newletter if they would like to register as either requiring assistance and when and whether residents would like to volunteer to assist. Dependant on the feedback, the two groups could hopefully be married together.

9.      Parish Council.
a. Community Fund- Clerk and Chairman have met with hall trustees to work on possibilities to enhance the hall facilities and apply for Community Funds. See public Forum for update on further action since meeting.

b. Mobile Post Office Van- Clerk has applied to PO for either regular mobile PO van or PO service to be held at Memorial Hall, dates and times to be considered. Hall Rep has agreed, in principle to hold PO should this be the suggested option received from PO dependant on availability of service. Response could take several weeks.

c. Newletter Distribution- 3 applicants were received. It was agreed to split the village between two youths to deliver 170 approx each. It was also agreed that they would need to be paid a higher rate to carry this out of £20 each, ideally direct into bank account. This is to commence with immediate effect as soon as confirmation is received.

d. Burial Ground Extension- JN has been in discussions about safeguarding the future of Wickhamford BG by increasing the land slightly. A proposal of £10k has been discussed for a 1/3 acre of land for this purpose with PC paying costs. The area would be used when required with 6 month’s notice given of this intension. It was recognised that the details would need to be considered by solicitor and PC would be advised on appropriate requirements. JN proposed that the PC proceed with process with a unanimous vote in favour. The funds for the purchase of land would be taken from Community Fund for the benefit of the whole village with costs being largely paid by PC. Residents would be advised by newsletter of the PC’s intention.

e. NHB Unallocated Funds- Letter received from Wychavon advising that PC has £374 to spend ideally before 18th March 2019 but not on a retrospective project. It was unanimously agreed to ask Wychavon if domain costs for new webpage be considered for funds.

f. Church Mowing-Letter received regarding mowing donation, however, the letter missed the agenda and will be considered in March 2019.
10. Correspondence- 

· Noticeboard collected from HMP Long Lartin.

· Drain cover reported outside No 40 Pitchers Hill-Highways have attended and incorrectly filled preventing access to water stopcock. Reported to Severn Trent for repair. Resident has been kept updated.

· VAS locations confirmed by Highways and new posts installed, 2 locations are awaiting extension posts which should be fitted w/c 7th January 2019 by Highways. 

· VAS has been ordered and delivered and batteries charged. Lengthsman has put them in new locations until extension posts are in situ.

· Bench has been ordered from Broxap for delivery w/c 7th January 2019 to replace bench on Longdon Hill. Received.
· Clerk has contacted vicar to arrange meeting for January to set up new webpage.

· Clerk and Chairman have attended meeting with hall committee to consider hall refurbishment- Further details are on January agenda for update.

· Dog poo bin has been ordered for new location at Recreation field. 

· Advert has been put in newsletter looking for delivery person for newsletter to commence January 2019- Applicants to be considered at January meeting.

· Garage extension at Winward House reported to Enforcement, acknowledgement received.

· TW and AE booked on PAS Enforcement training on 31st January 2019.

· Planning Standing Orders prepared for future planning applications.

· Mobile Post Office application submitted to Evesham PO for consideration. This would be either mobile van or regular PO in a village location such as hall or club.

· Map sent to Diocese with regard to consecration of BG. 
· Inspection of finger post outside Cats protection to be carried out for renovation.

· Churned verge at Murcot Turn reported, area will be made good on completion of works.

b. Precept 2019/20- The request for precept for 2019/20 was considered by councillors. The precept currently stands at £10k which would represent a decrease of 1.69% on a band D property due to the increase in the number of households contributing.
